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Update  
It has all seemed very quiet around Millfield but everyone has been very hard at work to ensure that the school is ready 
for September 2024.  Starting next week, contractors are beginning to strip the contents.  This will take approximately a 
week.  Following this, another group of contractors will be removing floor tiles.  After this, the building will be filled with 
dryers.  Once dry, contractors will begin to strip the walls and plaster.  These three stages will take us up to the beginning 
of January.  Then in the New Year, the refit will begin. 
 
Works will begin on Monday getting us ready for the porta cabins; this will include temporarily removing the large 
adventure trail and wall at the top of the playground.  This will be followed by drainage systems being put in.  From mid-
December, the porta cabins will begin to appear on the playground.   
 
We will, of course, continue to ensure our children are kept safe during this time.  The playground will be fenced and we 
will continue to have limited access to the hall.  Work will be done to make the infant play areas clean and safe for us to 
use. 
 
Miss Woosey joined us on Wednesday and will continue to join us over the next 15 days so that she is fully aware of what 
will happen over the coming weeks.
