Implement
A Coherently Planned Academic Curriculum
Underpinned by our drivers, our academic curriculum sets out:
a)	A clear list of the breadth knowledge that will be covered;
b)	The ‘threshold concepts’ pupils should understand;
c)	Criteria for progression within the threshold concepts;
d)	Criteria for depth of understanding
These are outlined in the Medium Term Plans.

Sustained mastery
Nothing is learned unless it rests in pupils’ long-term memories. This does not happen, and cannot be assessed, in the short term. Assessment, therefore answers two main questions: ‘How well are pupils coping with curriculum content? and ‘How well are they retaining previously taught content?’

Impact
The impact of our curriculum is that children leaving Heighington Millfield Academy are empowered to be successful in their next phase of learning and in future life.  The pupils will also have had the opportunity to develop passion and thrive in areas where they display talent.

At the end of each Milestone, the vast majority of pupils have sustained mastery of the content, that is, they remember it all and are fluent in it; Some pupils have a greater depth of understanding. We track to ensure pupils are on track to reach the expectations of our curriculum.
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
