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Protocols for Remote Education  
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From September 2020, the government requires all schools to provide a curriculum that all pupils can access, even if they are required to access it remotely. If there are periods of disruption in the future due to Covid-19, it is important that we ensure the children’s learning continues during these periods.

The curriculum will follow the class timetable where possible this will include 
· The use of assignments so that pupils have meaningful and ambitious work each day in a number of different subjects.
· A well-sequenced curriculum so that knowledge and skills are built incrementally, with a good level of clarity about what is intended to be taught and practised in each subject – reducing the noise – making learning explicit.  
· Where it is not possible to follow, e.g. due to a lack of resources, a non-practical alternative will be offered.

As in the previous lockdown, we will also continue to give focus to our pupils’ wellbeing through planned, live meetings.

Our current curriculum has been aligned with planned curriculums provided by White Rose, Oaks National Academy, RWinc, Letters & Sounds and NCETM, the Academy can ensure that even if a pupil is not within the classroom, they can access daily online lessons which are in line with their peers (either in the Academy or also at home).  Unifying pupils’ experiences will limit the impact of the requirement for remote learning.

All situations requiring a pupil to access learning remotely will be considered individuality especially when additional needs, vulnerability and social and emotional needs are evident. At this time, any associated agencies will be informed in order to provide for the needs of the child and support risk assessment.

The Academy’s approach to remote learning has been tailored to try and best meet the needs of our pupils whilst responding to families’ ability to provide technology and resources to support their child/ren’s access.  A recent survey demonstrates that most of our families share technology (computers / laptops / iPads / tablets) and 3% of our families have no method accessing technology.  

As a result, it has been decided that pupils accessing live and recorded lessons and then scheduled feedback sessions with their class teacher/staff member will allow the flexibility that parents require in order to manage the possibility of more than one child access remote learning within the home.
