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At the end of my 4th year as part of our PTA, I look back with a sense of pride for what we have achieved. As most of you will be aware, I would like to resign from the post of Chair and Lisa is also planning to step down as treasurer. I couldn’t have done this without Lisa, she has contributed massively to the PTA and during her time has taken on every role within the committee and we have had many laughs along the way. I have loved my time on the PTA and have had great fun, it has also been a great excuse to go to the pub on a school night.
 
As Lisa will outline in the Treasurer’s report, we have raised thousands of pounds in the last year through our PTA events, including; 3 discos, 2 movie nights, 2 Christmas market stalls, our amazing Easter hunt and the summer fair. Our events are always well attended with children loving the discos and movie nights, and something for everyone at our Christmas, Easter and summer events.
